4. In verse 19, Jesus says “destroy this temple, and I will raise it again in three days.” 
a. What is he referring to as “this temple?” 

 
b. What did the Jews think he was referring to? 

 
c. What is the big deal about Jesus identifying his body as “the temple”? How does this show 

Jesus as the ultimate fulfillment of all things? 
 



EXPERIENTIAL ACTIVITY – Learning from Cleaning 

Bless someone this week by taking time to clean something for them. Perhaps it’s washing their car, 
powerwashing their house, deep cleaning their bedroom, polishing their bike, etc.
