a. In what areas have you experienced this? What truth set you free? 
 

b. In what areas do you still feel enslaved? What truth do you need to walk in to 
experience freedom? (this might be a truth of God’s word, it might be a truth of

EXPERIENTIAL ACTIVITY – Speaking What we have Seen 

In his exchange with the Jews, Jesus says “I speak of what I have seen with my Father, and you do what 
you have heard from your father.” These are striking words and certainly have several applications. 
Each day this week do the following: 

1. Share with somebody something that God has done in your life/ is doing in your life. And think 
about recent examples. Share what you have seen the Father do in the past week or two 

2. Spend time with the Holy Spirit asking Him to reveal things you do that were heard not from 
God our Father … but the devil (your father). As these things are revealed, confess them to 
Christ and to a trusted Christian friend/mentor and ask for God’s truth that will set you free
