EXPERIENTIAL ACTIVITY – Nature’s Evidence 

Psalm 19 clearly states that nature is a witness to God. In Romans, Paul says that nature reveals even 
His invisible attributes. Plan a time to be out in nature. Perhaps a walk in the woods, maybe a night of 
star-gazing or go to a park where you can be in nature. Watch a video about sea-life or national parks. 
Something to immerse yourself in nature. Then just spend time observing, taking everything in. The 
Psalmist says that the voice of nature declares God’s glory and proclaims His handiwork. What are 
examples of this that you see, hear and experience as you spend time in nature? Write them down. 
What attributes of God can you distinguish by being in His creation? Spend time worshipping God in 
His creation and then be ready to use creation to point others to Him throughout your week.
